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DAYLIGHT SAVINGS TIME CHANGE
PROCEDURES FOR TM SERIES CLOCKS
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The following instructions are for use with Stromberg Time in a Box Versions 2.0 – 2.8, Stromberg Time Manager Versions 2.0 – 2.8 and Stromberg Small Business Edition Versions 2.0 – 2.8. 
Changing the Daylight Savings Date

1. Open the software and log in.
2. Click on Utilities.
3. Select Set Time/Daylight Savings Date.
4. In the Set Daylight Savings Date frame, at the bottom, type in the New Daylight Savings Date or choose the drop down calendar to specify the date.
5. Select Ok.

Downloading the Daylight Savings Time Information to the Clock

1. Click on the Clock Related menu and select Clock Communications.
2. From within Clock Communications select Download Clock Parameters from the menu. 
3. Select the clock to download to and press Ok.
4. Click on Clock Communications and select Download Employees. 

5. Select the clock to download to and press Ok.

Once this information has been downloaded to the clock(s) it’s time will change at 2:00am on the New Daylight Savings Date. 


Note: If you have employees that are punched in at this time, you may need 
to adjust their punches by one hour. 

Stromberg products do not adjust the time of the PC.  This can be handled by Windows Daylight Savings Time feature in Windows. 
Setting the Automatic Adjustment/Daylight Savings feature in Windows
If you have Windows 98\2000\XP you can turn on Windows automatic daylight savings adjustment feature. 
1. Click on Start and select Settings (or Control Panel in XP)
2. Click on Control Panel
3. Double click Date/Time and select the Time Zone tab.
4. At the bottom of the window check Automatically adjust clock for daylight saving change. 
5. Click OK.
